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LESSON: Patients with diabetes mellitus who have to
undergo endoscopic sinus surgery are at increased
risk for postoperative medical complications; however,
diabetes mellitus does not seem to influence the risk
in this set of patients. In addition, it may not have an
impact on endoscopic sinus surgery-related mortality,
readmission or reoperation rates.
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
